B. Poster Sessions (75 mins.):  Informal format; small group discussions around a table exposing topics germane to counselors; handouts expected.  Can be submitted individually or as a group of three related presentations.  (no honorarium)
C. Pre-Convention Workshops (3 hours): In depth presentation of a topic of interest to counseling professionals and future professionals.  ($300 honorarium)
